City Maintenance Report: Raethz updated the council on the water leak he has been looking for.  Hanson’s had a fix a leak at 15th Ave and Pearl Street after a water tap was damaged from snow removal.  Raethz thinks this could be the area the leak was in and draining directly into the sewer.  Raethz also received a quote from Hydro-Klean to camera 3 blocks and cut off some protruding taps.  The quote was $10,234.  Raethz suggested that they wait until the sewer project this summer, since these blocks will be addressed with the project.  Raethz also informed the council he has received two quotes for the ballpark wood fence.  KC Lumber quoted $11,968 and Ipswich Lumber quoted $8,327.18.  2017.1.4 Ballpark Fence Motion made by Councilman Wanner, seconded by Bartholomew to accept the Ipswich Lumber quote and move forward.     
Mayors Report: Roseland asked the council about having a City Christmas party with all staff and council members.  Each person would be responsible for their own ticket.  After some discussion the council decided to have the Christmas Party on January 9th at 7:00pm at Dot T Steakhouse.  
Police Report:  Deputy Sherriff Brent Koens presented the council with the December ticket report.  Koens also had a yearend ticket total report.  Koens had asked Mayor Roseland to contact Sherriff Hall to discuss printing the tickets in the paper each month, Roseland said he would contact Hall. 
New Business
FEM Electric: Mayor Roseland was contacted by Scoot Moore with FEM Electric.  Moore said FEM is going to be connecting Berkmere and Cresbard substations.  Moore was inquiring if Faulkton would be interested in having a stub line installed towards the City of Faulkton, in case of emergencies the city could pull power from FEM.  This would be if Northwestern Energy was down and the city generator wasn’t working.  After some discussion the council decided to have Bauer look into the option.  
Media Policy:  Mayor Roseland informed the council during a recent loss control survey Bauer had, the auditor suggested adopting a media policy.  This policy would give authority to certain persons to make a statement to the media on behalf of the city.  After some discussion the council decided to table this until the next council meeting.

2017.1.6 Combined Election Agreement: Councilman Toennies motioned, seconded by Ramsdell to combine the election with the Faulkton Area Schools and sign a combined election agreement with them if both entities have an election to save costs. Unanimous. Council members whose terms expire are Linda Bartholomew (Ward I), Danny Ramsdell (Ward II) and Steve Wanner (Ward III).
