City Maintenance Report: Raethz stated they are hoping for the weather to warm up to begin work on the ballpark.  They will be ordering new scoreboards, about $7,000, as the old ones are too costly to fix.  This amount was included in the 2017 budget for the ballpark.  Raethz updated the council on the water leak they found last month.  That leak has been fixed, but it hasn’t solved the water loss issue.  Raethz said they found another leak on north 12th Street and is having SD Rural Water bring their leak detection trailer to try found the source.  
Mayors Report: Roseland informed the council the City was not awarded the TAP Grant to update sidewalks on the safe route to school.  Faulkton scored 7th out of 10 applicants, with only the top three receiving funding.    
Police Report:  Deputy Sherriff Brent Koens presented the council with the January ticket report.
Old Business
15th Avenue Expansion:  Mayor Roseland presented the council with the quote, $64,242.32, that Faulkton Area Economic Development Corporation received from Oban Construction to finish 15th Ave from Pearl Street to Oak Street.  Roger Deiter was in attendance to answer any questions that the council had for the FAEDC.  Roseland stated with the quote being over $50,000 the City would have to advertise for bids, to be in accordance with SD bid laws.  Roseland also stated with the large quote maybe this wasn’t the right time to pursue another project with the sewer project to begin this spring.  Councilman Wanner agreed with the recent water project and now the sewer project, right now isn’t the time to spend more money.  Wanner suggested removing some stop signs to give the ambulance a direct route to the hospital.  Deiter added that the FAEDC will be meeting with Oban Construction to discuss bringing some costs down on the Westside Addition bid and hoping that maybe they can bring some costs down for 15th Ave expansion as well.  Mayor Roseland tabled the issue.         
2017.2.14 Media Policy:  Mayor Roseland presented the council with a media policy.  The policy states that any city employee or elected official will direct any media questions to the mayor or city attorney.  Motion was made by Councilwoman Bartholomew, seconded by Fischer to adopt the following policy.  Unanimous.  
New Business
2017.2.15 Resolution 2017-01 – Family Crisis Center: Mayor Roseland spoke with Family Crisis Center, since they were not able to make the time change for the meeting.  The Family Crisis Center will be at our next meeting with an update as to what services they provide in cases of domestic violence and sexual assault in Hand, Faulk and Spink counties.  Motion was made by Councilman Wanner, seconded by Hadrick to adopt the following resolution.  Unanimous.
