March 6, 2017
The Faulkton City Council met in regular session on March 6, 2017 in the City Hall meeting room with Finance Officer Emily Bauer and the following council members present: Sheilah Fischer, David Hadrick, Danny Ramsdell, Mark Toennies, Steve Wanner and Douglas Wittmeier.  Absent: Linda Bartholomew.  Others present: Trevor Cramer, Brent Koens, Jerod Raethz and Val Ramsdell. Mayor Slade Roseland called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with all those present reciting the “Pledge of Allegiance”.
2017.3.25 Minutes: Councilman Hadrick made the motion, seconded by Fischer to approve the minutes of the February 6, 2017 council meeting, February 22, 2017 special meeting and February 28, 2017 emergency meeting. Unanimous.

City Maintenance Report: Raethz said he is currently looking at purchasing a box scraper, he received a quote for $2,929.  He asked the council if it was ok to get a couple quotes, they agreed.  Raethz said with possibility of snow they are not quite ready to open the rubble site for the season.  If weather cooperates he hopes to open soon.  Raethz stated HydroKlean will be coming to jet and camera a sewer line on 13th Avenue S, he thinks there is another leak in that area.
Mayors Report: Roseland asked the council if anybody was interested in attending the District 6 Meeting in Bowdle on March 28th at 6:00pm.  Preregistration needs to be completed soon and Bauer would like a head count.  Roseland also mentioned the FAA was having their annual meeting in Mitchell that same day and Roseland and Raethz would be attending.  Roseland asked is any of the council members were interested in the airport meeting, Ramsdell said he would like to attend.  Roseland mentioned we received letters from FEM Electric and East River Electric stating they are looking into the possibility of an emergency feed to the Faulkton area.        
Police Report:  Deputy Sherriff Brent Koens presented the council with the February ticket report and said it’s been a quiet month. 
Economic Development Report:  Trevor Cramer updated the council on the economic development happenings.  Cramer stated they are working with the contractor on the Westside Addition in regards to specifics on road width and landscaping.  Weather cooperating they would like to start on construction in April.  The water line going to the Industrial Park is in place and they will be begin work on the sewer line.  Cramer stated multiple businesses have inquired about lots.  Cramer mentioned the housing survey was sent out and 60 responses have come back so far, with 15 stating they would like to purchase lots in town.  Dakota Rising will have a conference here in April 20-22.  Cramer also stated they are having their pillar meetings on March 13th and invited everyone to join.  The Quality of Life Pillar will meet at noon, Business and Entrepreneurship Pillar will meet at 2pm and the Housing Pillar will meet at 7pm.  
Old Business
Family Crisis Center Update:  The ladies from Family Crisis Center were not in attendance to provide an update.
15th Avenue Expansion:  Cramer presented the council with a new quote from Oban Construction to finish 15th Ave from Pearl Street to Oak Street.  The new quote is $49,507.97.  The new quote reflects the road being finished 30’ wide instead of the original 40’ wide and removing the fabric underneath.  Cramer stated the council didn’t need to make a decision now.  Councilman Ramsdell stated at some point the road will be finished and it needs to be done, but not sure this is the right time with all the other projects happening right now.  After some discuss the council decided to not move forward with this project at the time being.     
Web Water Line Repair:  Mayor Roseland stated Web Water has completed the work on the new line that needed to be replaced at 8th Avenue and River Street.  Raethz said they bore the new line 22’ deep and switched over to the new line today.
12th Avenue Leak Update:  Raethz said they found the leak on 12th Avenue after probing a couple different areas.  The water levels have dropped since repairing the leak, but they are still looking for other leaks around town.  
2017.3.28 Motor Grader Appraisal:  The appraisal committee appraised the 1991 John Deer 770B Motor Grader at $18,000.  Motion was made by Councilman Hadrick, seconded by Toennies to advertise for sealed bids for the grader.  Unanimous.
2017.3.29 ALP Project Pay Request:  Roseland presented the council with a final pay request for $4,123.50, from Helms & Associates for the ALP Project.  Councilman Wanner motioned, seconded by Fischer to pay the requested invoice.  Unanimous.   
New Business
2017.3.30 Aldermanic Resignation:  Motion by Councilman Wanner, seconded by Fischer to accept the resignation of Alderman David Hadrick due to ward location change.  2017.3.31 Aldermanic Appointment:  Motion by Toennies, seconded by Ramsdell to appoint Douglas Wittmeier to serve as Ward III Alderman until the next annual municipal election.  All member voted aye. 
Oath of Office:  Mayor Roseland swore in new council member Douglas Wittmeier.

Randy Schrader – Gas Tank:  Schrader was not in attendance and Mayor Roseland tabled this until next month.   
Emergency Management:  Mark Toennies, Faulk County Emergency Manger, asked the council if they would like to attend a training seminar on March 8th in Mobridge.  This training would be over the internet with people across the state and nation.  They would role play as if a tornado has destroyed a town and how to work through that issues that follow.  Toennies also mentioned that Faulk County was included in the President’s Disaster Bill for the Christmas ice storm.  There are grants available, possibly for a generator, which have to be applied for by October 13th, 2017.   
2017.3.32 Annual Report:  Motion by Councilman Toennies, seconded by Ramsdell to approve 2016 annual report.  Unanimous.  

2017.3.33 Mayor Cellphone Allowance:  Motion was made by Councilwoman Fischer, seconded by Wanner to pay Slade Roseland $47.00 per month for a cell phone allowance.  Unanimous.  
2017.3.34 Brown Bag Permit: Councilman Wanner moved, seconded by Ramsdell to approve the following request for a “brown bag” permit as per SDCL 35-1.5.3.
