Mayor/City Maintenance Report: Mayor Roseland gave the maintenance report for Raethz.  The ballpark is almost complete and came in under budget.  Raethz has been spraying for mosquitos once a week.  They have been filling pot holes, the carousel and pool are up and running.  Raethz will be putting out some garbage can around town.  Dahme starting the sewer project today at the lagoon and will be working their way into town.  The new siren should be up and running within the week.             
Police Report:  Deputy Sherriff Brent Koens presented the council with the May ticket report.   
Economic Development Board Report:   Water and sewer services will be installed at the Westside Addition this week. Cramer spoke with Northwestern Energy about installing street lights at the Westside Addition and the City will need to let Northwestern Energy know when to install the lights. Cramer stated work on the Industrial Park is progressing.          
Old Business
2017.6.75 Sewer Project Pay Request:  Mayor Roseland presented a pay request for the sewer project from Helms & Associates in the amount of $9,834.20 for administrated and surveying costs.  Motion was made by Councilman Ramsdell, seconded by Bartholomew to approve the pay request for $9,834.20.  Unanimous.   
Mural Viewing Station:  Heather Bode, Jay Jahnig and Tom Waldner with FAMC were in attendance to ask the council to revisit the motion they made last month to approve the mural viewing station at 8th and Court Street.  Bode stated the platform on the south side of the FAMC business office building would bring privacy issues.  The window that would be by the platform looks into the medical transcripts office.  Bode stated they have the window open often and you can see and hear if you stand outside the window.  Bode also stated they didn’t want to lose a parking space.  Bode asked if the platform could be relocated to a different location.  Waldner stated they could move the parking to the back of the building, but this would limit alley access for semi’s that need worked on at Bermac.  Dave Hedt was in attendance and stated that this location is the best location for the platform.  Hedt stated a lot of hard work by many people has went into the project.  The viewing station will give people a place to watch the painting of the elevator and also a chance to get more people into the shops on 8th Ave.  The council suggested moving the platform five feet from the building, with the information board in front of the window.  There will be railings on the east and south sides of the platform.  After much discussion this option was the best and Hedt will move forward with the viewing station.  Waldner also asked the council who is responsible for the repairs needs to the pavement to the south side of the building.  Roseland stated he will have Raethz look at it and do repairs.

2017.6.76 Carousel Lot:  Shane Machtemes was in attendance to request to purchase the lot north of the carousel.  He would use the lot for employee parking and snow removal.  Motion was made by Bartholomew, seconded by Wanner to table this issue until the next meeting when Raethz will be in attendance.       

2017.6.77 Community Center Cellphone Booster:  Roseland stating the school asked if the city would agree to purchase a cellphone booster for the community center.  The city would split the cost of the booster 1/3 with the school and development corporation.  The booster will give cellphone service to people using the community center, extra gym and weight room.  This has been a safety issue that people are not able to get service while in the building.  The total cost would be $3,422.22, with the City’s responsibility of $1,140.74.  The council asked Bauer if they had room in the budget for it this year.  Bauer stated they currently have an extra $1,000 in the Community Center budget for this year.  Motion was made by Councilman Wanner, seconded by Bartholomew to agree to 1/3 of the cost of the cellphone booster.  Unanimous.   
New Business
4th of July Street Closing:  After some discussion the street closing were tabled until the special meeting on June 26, 2017.

2017.6.80 VFW Road Radius & 14th Avenue Paving:  Mayor Roseland stated the county will be repaving the VFW Road and the city is responsible for the radius and the intersections.  The approximate cost is $76/ton laid price.  The approximate total cost to complete the radius will be $6,000.  Raethz also asked if the council would be interested in paving 14th Avenue while this crew is in town.  The approximate cost will be $11,000 to pave 14th Avenue.  There is money in the budget for these repairs Bauer stated.   After some discussion the council stated this is a good price.  Motion was made by Councilman Toennies, seconded by Bartholomew to move forward with the paving.  Unanimous.   
2017.6.81 Donation to Faulk County Saddle Club:  Motion was made by Councilwoman Bartholomew, seconded by Fischer to donate $75.00, like in the past, to the Saddle Club.  Unanimous.  

2017.6.82 FAMC Community Center for Disaster:  Sherry Turner with FAMC asked the council for permission to have the FAMC use the Community Center in case of a disaster.  Motion was made by Councilman Wanner, seconded by Bartholomew to approve their request.  Unanimous. 

ISO Grading Schedule in Sioux Falls:  Councilman Toennies stated this class will be available on July 18 in Sioux Falls if anybody is interested.  This class may help residents receive a discount on their homeowners insurance, if the City has a good enough rating.  Toennies and Raethz will be attending the class.     
2017 Elected Officials Workshop:  Mayor Roseland informed the council of this workshop being held on July 19th in Pierre if anyone was interested in going.

4th of July City Float:  Councilwoman Bartholomew offered to decorate the City’s float for the parade.
