Mayor Slade Roseland called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with all those present reciting the “Pledge of Allegiance”.
2017.8.96 Minutes: Councilwoman Fischer made the motion, seconded by Bartholomew to approve the minutes of the July 6, 2017 council meeting.  Unanimous.

City Maintenance Report:  Raethz informed the council that 14th Avenue and the radius at 9th Avenue and VFW Road are complete.  Raethz may have to add some more gravel to the driveways on 14th Avenue after it settles a bit.  They currently are spraying for mosquitos and watering the football fields.  
Mayor Report:  No report
Police Report:  Deputy Sherriff Brent Koens presented the council with the July ticket report.  Koens mentioned that report does not show the verbal warnings given out.     
Economic Development Board Report:   Trevor Cramer, FAEDC Director, reported seeding at the industrial park and Faulkton Westside addition is complete.          
Old Business
2017.8.99 Sewer Project Update & Pay Requests:  Mayor Roseland updated the council on the sewer project progress.  They currently are still on highway 212.  The milling is complete and sewer lines are installed up to 13th Avenue.  They estimate being done in the next couple weeks and the highway will need to be paved by October 13th.  Roseland presented the council with pay requests in the amount of $317,679.03 from Dahme Construction and Helms & Associates.  Motion was made by Councilman Wanner, seconded by Ramsdell to pay the requests.  Unanimous.   
2017.8.100 ALP Environmental Assessment Grant & Application:  Brooke Edgar with Helms & Associates presented the council with a grant application for the environmental assessment needing to be completed for the Airport Layout Plan.  Edgar stated that Faulkton Municipal Airport is scheduled to receive money from the FAA in 2019 to shift and lengthen the runway.  Edgar would like the city to approve the grant application pending DOT approval.  Motion was made by Councilman Wanner, seconded by Fischer to approve the grant application pending DOT approval.  Unanimous.       
Well at Sports Complex:  The city hasn’t received quotes for this yet.  Tabled for next month.
15th Avenue:  Raethz stated they currently have extra dirt from the sewer project.  He asked the council if they would like them to have Dahme’s dump the dirt in the slough to build it up for the potential to finish 15th Avenue.  Raethz said they would need to have some of the sludge at the bottom of the slough dug up and then packed with the dirt.  After some discussion the council directed Raethz to get a quote from Hanson’s to dig out the sludge.      
New Business
Baseball Programs:  Kasey Kopecky was not in attendance, but asked Mayor Roseland to thank the city council and city for their support with the renovations at the ballpark.  
Safe Routes to School – FAEDC:  Cramer informed the council they are re-applying for the Transportation Alternative Program grant to redo some sidewalks in town.  The total project is estimated at $138,000 with 80% grant money and 20% match coming from in-kind donations and the residents who will have their sidewalks redone.  Cramer will have more information at the September meeting.  

2017.8. 101 Hope’s Park – FAEDC:  Cramer updated the council on Hope’s Park, located at the empty lot on south 14th Avenue.  Cramer stated no city funds will be needed for the playground, however they are asking the city to maintain and insure the park after completion.  Mayor Roseland stated the current insurance cost at the park is $191.77 and believes it will be a minimal cost to insure the new park.  Maintenance will include mowing, emptying garbage and cleaning the bathroom.  After some discussion a motion was made by Councilwoman Bartholomew, seconded by Toennies to have the city maintain and insurer Hope’s Park.  All members voting yea, except Councilman Wanner who abstained from voting. Motion passed.         
2017.8.102 2018 Budget/Appropriations Ordinance #44 (First Reading):  Mayor Roseland informed the council included in this budget were funds for rubble site expansion, new park bathrooms/storm shelter(depending on grants) and sandblasting for the swimming pool.  Roseland read for its First Reading Ordinance #44 entitled, “The Annual Appropriations for the City of Faulkton, Faulk County, South Dakota for the fiscal year commencing January 1st, 2018.” Councilman Wanner moved, seconded by Toennies to have the second reading on Tuesday, September 5th, 2017 at 7:00pm.  Unanimous.    

Flow Meter for Fire Hydrant Testing/ ISO Rating:  Councilman Toennies informed the council about a flow meter which tests fire hydrants for an ISO (Insurance Services Office) rating.  He stated that he and Raethz had attended a meeting in Sioux Falls about the criteria needed for the rating.  The meter would costs around $300-$400.  The city meets other criteria currently and if the hydrants were tested this could help lower residents homeowner’s insurance premiums.  Toennies was asked to get quotes on the meters and present them at the next council meeting.    
2017.8.103 Moving Permits:  Motion was made by Councilwoman Bartholomew, seconded by Wanner to approve the following moving permit.  Unanimous.
