City Maintenance Report:  Raethz stated he is waiting for Stretch’s Well Service to contact him about digging the well.  Raethz said they are exercising valves and flushing water hydrants still.  They will be doing fall spraying soon.  Councilman Ramsdell stated Raethz’ priority needs to be keeping the roads in the best condition they can be with the sewer project.  Ramsdell had some frustration about the roads not being put back into the condition they should be.  After some discussion Mayor Roseland invited the council members to attend the monthly sewer progress meetings with Helms & Associates and Dahmes if they had questions or concerns about the project.

Police Report:  Deputy Sherriff Brent Koens presented the council with the September ticket report.  Koens stated the county has a new paging system, Alert Sense which is replacing Code Red, and asked everybody to check their Facebook page for the link to register with the new system.          
Economic Development Board Report:  No Report
Old Business
2017.10.124 Sewer Project Update & Pay Requests:  Mayor Roseland updated the council on the sewer project progress.  Dahme’s now have two crews in town and the highway will be paved next week.  Roseland presented the council with pay requests in the amount of $208,246.52 from Dahme Construction, Helms & Associates and NECOG.    Motion was made by Councilman Toennies, seconded by Bartholomew to pay the requests.  2017.10.125 Sewer Project Change Order:  Motion was made by Councilwoman Fischer, seconded by Wanner to approve the change order submitted by Dahme’s for ($5,398.55).  Unanimous.   
2017.10.126 2018-2019 Airport Hay Bids:  Roseland presented the council with the only hay bid in the amount of $950.00 per year from Chad Homan.  Motion was made by Councilman Toennies, seconded by Bartholomew to accept the offer from Chad Homan to cut the hay at the airport in 2018 & 2019.  Homan paid $950.00 up front for the 2018 cuttings.  The 2019 charge will be due January 2019.  Unanimous.  Homan will sign an agreement.   
2017.10.127 ALP Environmental Assessment – Archeological Survey:  Roseland read a letter of recommendation from Helms & Associates to accept the proposal from Quality Services, Inc for the Archeological survey at the airport, in the amount of $7,700. Motion was made by Councilman Wanner, seconded by Fischer to accept the proposal from Quality Services, Inc.  Unanimous.       
2017.10.128 Safe Routes to School – TAP Resolution 2017-05 (Revised):  Motion was made by Councilwoman Bartholomew, seconded by Fischer to approve the following resolution.  Roseland noted the only change was the local match percentage amount was incorrect on the resolution passed last month.  The correct local match percentage should be 18.05%.   Unanimous.

WHEREAS, the City of Faulkton proposes to construct an alternative use path; and

WHEREAS, the City of Faulkton intends on applying for financial assistance in the amount of $109,425.00 to complete the proposed project; and

WHEREAS, the project is eligible for the Transportation Alternative Program 

funds under the Moving Ahead for Progress in the 21st Century (MAP-21) Act.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the proposed project will meet all 

local planning, zoning and ordinance requirements; and 

THEREFORE, BE IT ALSO RESOLVED that the City of Faulkton supports the 

project and the submittal of an Transportation Alternative Program application; and

THEREFORE, BE IT ALSO RESOLVED that, if funded, the City of Faulkton will 

Provide a local match of at least 18.05% of total project costs; and

THEREFORE, BE IT ALSO RESOLVED that the City of Faulkton agrees to maintain the project, if funded, throughout its useful life and that the City understands that a project maintenance agreement will be required by the South Dakota Department of Transportation and the Federal Highway Administration; and

THEREFORE, BE IT ALSO RESOLVED that the City of Faulkton authorizes the Mayor to execute the Transportation Alternative Program application.
