City Maintenance Report:  Assistant Superintendent Kasey Kopecky stated everything is winterized.  Stretch’s well service will be here in a couple weeks to hopefully dig the well at the sport’s complex.  Kopecky informed the council they plan on paving the streets around the jail in 2018.  They will do some clean-up work on the streets after Dahme’s leave and get them ready for the winter. The rubble site will have winter hours, and will close after it gets too cold.        
Mayor Report:  Mayor Roseland showed the council the new carousel puzzle picture that was donated to the city.  He thanked Jody Moritz for the puzzle, the assisted living residents for assembling it and Wes Holsing for framing the picture.

Economic Development Board Report:  No report
Old Business
2017.11.137 Sewer Project Update & Change Order:  Mayor Roseland updated the council on the sewer project progress.  Dahme’s are going to try work until the week of Thanksgiving.  Dahme’s will then get the roads in better shape for the winter.  Motion was made by Councilwoman Bartholomew, seconded by Ramsdell to approve the change order submitted by Dahme’s for $5,064.95.  Unanimous.  2017.11.138 Sewer Project Pay Requests:  Roseland presented the council with pay requests in the amount of $562,913.74 from Dahme Construction and Helms & Associates.  Motion was made by Councilman Wittmeier, seconded by Toennies to pay the requests.  Unanimous.  
2017.11.139 ALP Environmental Assessment Update & Pay Request:  Bauer informed the council that the archeological survey has been completed with no findings of disturbance with the project.  Roseland presented the council with a pay request from Helms & Associates in the amount of $5,153.95. Motion was made by Councilman Toennies, seconded by Bartholomew to pay the request.  Unanimous.       
15th Avenue:  Kopecky stated a culvert has been installed and the road is starting to take shape nicely.  Another culvert will be installed on the south end next spring.  Roseland stated Raethz is concerned about where to place the excess dirt from the sewer project next year.     
New Business
2017.11.140 Petition to Vacate Elm Street:  Roseland presented a petition the city received for vacating a portion of Elm Street.  The Faulk County Highway Shop and DuWayne & Diane Hushka would like to vacate Elm Street running East & West from 8th Avenue to 9th Avenue.  Konni Giesen, Faulk County Highway Superintendent, stated she would like the street vacated due to liability concerns and the actual road is 50’ to the south of the road driven on now.  Roseland stated the street could be opened if needed in the future.  After some discussion Councilwoman Bartholomew moved, seconded by Wittmeier to approve the petition to vacate the street.  Councilman Ramsdell, Toennies and Wanner abstained from voting.  Motion passed.  Bauer will have a resolution prepared for next month’s meeting.   

2017.11.141 Waive Rubble Site Fee:  Motion was made by Councilman Ramsdell, seconded by Wanner to waive the rubble site fee for David Hadrick.  Hadrick will sort items and also apply for a demolition permit at the City Office.  Unanimous.  

Health Insurance:  Bauer presented the council with the new health insurance rates.  The premiums for 2018 will go down 22% this year, as the claims for the last three years have lowered.  Bauer presented a proposal to the council about contributing towards a family policy.  After much discussion the issue was table until the December meeting.     
2017.11.142 Brown Bag Permit:  Councilwoman Bartholomew moved, seconded by Ramsdell to approve the following requests for a “brown-bag” permit as per SDCL 35-1.5.3.
