City Maintenance Report:  Raethz informed the council they done building up 15th Avenue and have installed another culvert on the west side.  They are going to let the road settle over the winter before they place on gravel on it.  The road currently is open but may end up closing the road in the spring, depending on the conditions.   Raethz said he will be taking snow removal a little slower this winter due to the sewer project. Raethz said the well at the ballpark is still hoping to be drilled this month.   
Mayor Report:  Mayor Roseland said the City’s two year audit to almost complete.  Roseland informed the council that they city was selected for the new park bathrooms grant from the state.  The application is now being forwarded to FEMA for final approval.  The City’s portion of the grant is $46,250, but Roseland expects it to be less.

2017.12.150 Sewer Project Update & Change Order:  Raethz updated the council on the sewer project progress.  Dahme’s would like to keep digging on the north end of town until weather becomes an issue.  They are hoping to have most of the north end of town complete this year and would like to pave next year.  HydroClean will be lining the sewer pipes sometime this winter.  Motion was made by Councilwoman Bartholomew, seconded by Toennies to approve the change order submitted by Dahme for $11,561.00.  Unanimous.  2017.12.151 Sewer Project Pay Requests:  Roseland presented the council with pay requests in the amount of $273,350.17 from Dahme Construction and Helms & Associates.  Motion was made by Councilman Wanner, seconded by Fischer to pay the requests.  Unanimous.  
2017.12.152 ALP Environmental Assessment Pay Request:  Roseland presented the council with a pay request from Helms & Associates in the amount of $6,871.93. Motion was made by Councilwoman Fischer, seconded by Bartholomew to pay the request.  Unanimous.       
2017.12.153 Resolution 2017-07 – Vacate a Portion of a Street:  Motion was made by Councilman Wittmeier, seconded by Toennies to approve the following resolution.  Unanimous.  
RESOLUTION #2017-07

VACATING A PORTION OF A STREET
WHEREAS, a petition has been presented by Faulk County, DuWayne Hushka and Diane Hushka to the City Council of the City of Faulkton, Faulk County, South Dakota requesting vacation of a portion of Elm Street lying between 8th Avenue North and 9th Avenue North; and said petition was duly filed in the City Finance Office on the 2nd day of October, 2017 and;

WHEREAS, a public hearing was duly advertised and held on the 6th day of November, 2017, at 7:00 p.m., as required by law, and; 

WHEREAS, from the evidence and testimony presented at the time of hearing it appears to the City Council, of the City of Faulkton, that said portion of Elm Street has not been used, worked, or traveled as a street at any time during the period of twenty years next preceding the time for the meeting, and since the recording of the plat thereof, EXCEPT by the Utility Companies, and that there is little likelihood that said street will ever be used, worked, traveled, as a street, EXCEPT by the utilities, and that it is for the best interests of the City of Faulkton and all person concerned that said petition be granted,

WHEREAS, it is necessary for the public utilities and emergency vehicles, to have access to said vacated street, this vacation is subject to the property owners giving the public utility companies and emergency vehicles a permanent easement of ingress and egress in order to maintain, construct, dig, and travel for purposes of maintaining public utility lines and emergencies. 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the following described vacation be approved by the City Council of the City of Faulkton, South Dakota.

Elm Street running east and west located between Lots Three (3) and Seven (7) of Block Four (4) and Lots One (1) and Twenty-Four (24) of Block Nine (9) both in Faulkton, Faulk County, South Dakota. 

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that property owners along said vacated street gives to all public utility companies and emergency vehicles a permanent easement as above set forth,

ALSO, that a certified copy of this resolution be filed for record in the office of the Register of Deeds of Faulk County, South Dakota.

The council will review the responses and make a decision at the January meeting.      

Special Event & Temporary Campground Discussion:  Roseland stated a couple weeks ago Faulk County Emergency Manager, Mark Toennies, held a meeting with different personnel from the city, county, hospital, fire department and law enforcement.  At the meeting it was suggested the city and county discuss adopting ordinances involving special events and temporary campgrounds.  City Attorney, Tim Bormann, looked over the suggested ordinances and recommended the council make the special event ordinance more specific.  Toennies suggested the council look over the ordinances and we can discuss at a later time.  Bauer will ask if any other cities have adopted these type of ordinances.
