City Maintenance Report:  Raethz said the first snow removal on the unpaved streets went well. Last week a water leak was found at the former Odd Fellows Hall and fixed.  They are still currently looking for more leaks.   
Mayors Report: Roseland stated that the Faulk County Historical Society received a $20,000 grant to be used towards the Pickler Mansion renovations.  Roseland encouraged residents to check their radon gas levels in their home.  Roseland also mentioned an emergency management course in Aberdeen on January 31st and asked if anybody would like to attend.  Roseland and Bartholomew will be attending.

OLD BUSINESS
2018.1.4 Sewer Project Update & Pay Requests:  Raethz stated last week Dahme’s installed a new pipe that runs into the lagoon and a bulkhead.  They currently are testing new lines around town.  Roseland presented the council with pay requests in the amount of $321,060.60 from Dahme Construction and Helms & Associates.  Councilwoman Bartholomew moved, seconded by Ramsdell to pay the requests.  Unanimous.    
2018.1.5 Airport Environmental Assessment Pay Request:  Roseland presented the council with a pay request from Helms & Associates in the amount of $7,730.92.  Motion was made by Councilwoman Bartholomew, seconded by Wanner to pay the request.  
2018.1.6 Airport Consultant Selection:  Roseland informed the council with the only proposal submitted by Helms & Associates.  Councilman Wanner moved, seconded by Fischer to approve Helms & Associates as the airport consultants for years 2018-2022.  Unanimous.   
2018.1.7 Resolution #2018-01 Water Rates:  Motion was made by Councilwoman Fischer, seconded by Bartholomew to approve the following resolution.  

RESOLUTION #2018-01

RESOLUTION TO ESTABLISH NEW WATER RATES FOR THE 

CITY OF FAULKTON, SD


WHEREAS, the current water rates are not sufficient to cover the cost of producing water and provide for upgrades of the water delivery infrastructure; and  

WHEREAS it is in the best interest of the city of Faulkton to set rates which will allow for proper maintain and upgrades of these systems. 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Faulkton City Council for Faulkton, South Dakota, that water rates for all residential and commercial users shall be as follows:

Each consumer, within city limits, shall pay a minimum charge of twenty-seven dollars and sixty-eight cents ($27.68) per month with no water usage included. Water used during such month shall be at the rate of $0.005 per gallon, equivalent to $5.00 per one thousand (1,000) gallons.  Each consumer, outside the city limits, shall pay a minimum charge of forty-one dollars and fifty-two cents ($41.52) per month with no water usage included. Water used during such month shall be at the rate of $0.0075 per gallon, equivalent to $7.50 per thousand (1,000) gallons.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that these water rates and sewer rates shall go into effect payable January 8, 2018.

Motion was made by Councilman Wanner, seconded by Fischer to approve the new agreement.  Unanimous.
