City Maintenance Report:  Raethz stated they found six water leaks this last month.  They are still looking for more, but said those leaks found will help with water loss.  Raethz said he will be starting to look at street sweeper quotes and new lawn mowers.  

Mayors Report: Mayor Roseland reported that they will have their monthly sewer project meeting this Wednesday to discuss sewer project progress.  Roseland also stated the council will need to think of locations to dump the excess dirt from the sewer project this spring and summer.   
Police Report:  No report
Economic Development Report:  Trevor Cramer informed the council that the city was recommended to receive the TAP grant for the Safe Routes to School sidewalk project.  Roseland asked if this is something that the city would need to wait on with the sewer project digging up sidewalks.  Cramer said the work will not be completed until 2019.  Cramer also stated the Jensen Rock and Sand officially bought a lot at the industrial park.  
Old Business
2018.2.18 Sewer Project Update & Change Order:  Raethz updated the council on the sewer project progress.  HydroKlean should be finished lining the pipes at the end of this week.  Motion was made by Councilwoman Bartholomew, seconded by Wanner to approve the change order submitted by Dahme for $3,642.06.  Unanimous.  2018.2.19 Sewer Project Pay Requests:  Roseland presented the council with pay requests in the amount of $106,844.63 from Dahme Construction and Helms & Associates.  Motion was made by Councilman Toennies, seconded by Wittmeier to pay the requests.  Unanimous.  
New Business
2018.2.20 Resolution 2018-02 – Family Crisis Center: Romelle Fortin and Penny Ihnen, from the Family Crisis Center, Inc, updated the council on services they provide in cases of domestic violence and sexual assault in Hand, Faulk and Spink Counties.  Motion was made by Councilman Wanner, seconded by Bartholomew to adopt the following resolution.  Unanimous.
