City Maintenance Report:  Raethz stating they are busy moving snow and waiting for the weather to cooperate for spring work.  Raethz contacted a company about sandblasting the pool, they will be able to get here this fall.      

Mayors Report: No report
Police Report:  The March ticket report was distributed.  
Economic Development Report:  Trevor Cramer updated the council on the happenings at the Industrial Park.  Jensen Rock & Sand is planning on having their cement business out there May 15th.  Jensen’s need to drill a well to supply enough water for the cement plant.  Safe Routes to School phase I has been approved and the economic development board hopes to move to phase II.  Hope’s Park has raised $85,000 to date.  They have applied for another grant and are hoping to receive an additional $15,000.  The build date for the park is end of July.  Cramer stated the property tax presentations went well but attendance was lacking.  Cramer also mentioned he has been talking with builders about constructing twin homes in the Westside Addition.  
Old Business
2018.4.39 Sewer Project Update & Pay Requests:  Roseland presented the council with pay requests in the amount of $13,982.50 from Helms & Associates.  Motion was made by Councilwoman Bartholomew, seconded by Wanner to pay the requests.  Unanimous. 
2018.4.40 Airport Environmental Assessment Pay Request:  Roseland presented the council with a pay request from Helms & Associates in the amount of $10,307.90.  Motion was made by Councilwoman Bartholomew, seconded by Fischer to pay the request.  Unanimous.
2018.4.41 Street Sweeper:   Motion was made by Councilman Wanner, seconded by Ramsdell to purchase the street sweeper attachment for the payloader in the amount of $23,348.20.  Unanimous.   

2018.4.42 Surplus Equipment – Mower:  Councilman Ramsdell moved, seconded by Toennies to declare the 2012 Dixie Chopper Classic 3360 surplus.  Roseland appointed Jerod Raethz, Danny Ramsdell and Steve Wanner as the appraisal board.  Unanimous.  
Well at Sport’s Complex:  The well that was budgeted for last year was not able to be dug last year.  Roseland asked if the council was still interested in a well.  After some discussion it was agreed that a well would be very beneficial to water the sports complex and not have to pay for web water.  Raethz was instructed to get an updated quote.
New Business
2018.4.43 Aldermanic Appointment:  Motion by Councilwoman Bartholomew, seconded by Wanner to appoint Christopher Geiger to serve as Ward III Alderman until the next annual municipal election.  All members voted aye.    

2018.4.44 Drip Line at Lion Park:  Bartholomew, on behalf of the Lions, asked the council if the Lions could get a quote to put in a drip line or sprinkler heads at the park.  Currently they hook hoses up across the park to water the garden.  The Lions would pay for the installation cost.  The council had no objections.      
City Wide Cleanup Day: Curb side pickup will be Friday, May 11th.  If citizens would like the city to pick up white goods or branches they will need to contact the city office before May 11th.   
HR & Finance Officer School:  Bauer will be attending HR & Finance Officer School June 5-8 in Sioux Falls this year.

OTHER BUSINESS

Other Business:  Councilman Ramsdell brought a drainage issue at the airport to the council’s attention.  After some discussion, he thought a letter should be sent to the hanger owners to address the problem.
