City Maintenance Report:  Raethz stated they are busy with the sewer project.  Stretch’s Well Service be beginning digging at the ballpark tomorrow.  
Mayors Report: No report
Police Report:  The June ticket report was given to the council.
Economic Development Report:  Trevor Cramer with FAEDC reported that Jensen Rock & Sand are still waiting for the well to be dug.  Cramer stated a new house will be going into the Westside Addition, a basement will be dug shortly and a house moved in beginning of August.  He also stated he had some other interest at the Westside Addition, possibly two other houses and a townhome.  Hope’s Park and Playground build dates will be July 26 & 27, with a grand opening on July 29th.  Cramer stated he is looking into Phase II of Safe Routes to School sidewalk grant for connecting Highway 212 to the park and a sidewalk going up the hill on Court Street between 7th & 8th Avenue.    
Old Business
2018.7.80 Sewer Project Change Order:  Roseland presented a change order in the amount of ($15,630.09), motion was made by Councilman Toennies seconded by Bartholomew to approve the request. 2018.7.81 Pay Requests Mayor Roseland presented the pay requests for the sewer project from Helms & Associates for $29,051.75 and Dahme Construction for $354,049.56.  Motion was made by Councilman Wanner, seconded by Geiger to approve the pay request.  Unanimous.  Raethz stated there are three crews in town currently.  Dahme’s are hoping to be done on the north side of town by the end of July with paving, chip sealing, concrete and lawn work.         
2018.7.81 Airport Environmental Assessment Pay Request:  Roseland stated that the environmental assessment for the airport is still in review with the FAA and about 60% complete.  Roseland also stated he hoped if people are concerned or have questions to contact the city office.  Roseland presented the council with a pay request from Helms & Associates in the amount of $1,717.99.  Motion was made by Councilman Geiger, seconded by Bartholomew to pay the request. Unanimous. 

2018.7.82 Storm Shelter – Hazard Mitigation Grant Program Award:  Roseland stated that FEMA has awarded the city with the grant for the storm shelter.  This is an 80/20 grant with the city contributing $46,293.75.  Building of the shelter will be next spring/summer.  Councilwoman Fischer moved, seconded by Toennies to accept the grant for the storm shelter.  Unanimous.  
2019 Budget:  Roseland stated Bauer preparing the 2019 budget for the first reading in August.  
New Business
2018.7.83 Asphalt Quote around Jail:  Raethz stated he had Lien Transportation give him a quote to asphalt 10th Avenue, LaFoon Avenue & Faulkton Avenue around the new jail.  Lien’s quote was $43,977.00 for those three blocks.  Raethz stated there is about $44,000 in second penny funds for street improvements and stated he would like to get these blocks done this year and focus on other streets next year.  Councilman Wanner moved, seconded by Geiger to approve the quote from Lien Transportation.  Unanimous.    

2018.7.84 Plat Approval – Faulk County Highway Department:  Roseland presented the council with a new plat for the Faulk County Highway Department.  Councilwoman Bartholomew motioned, seconded by Ramsdell to approve the new plat.  Unanimous.  

2018.7.85 Mosquito Control Grant:  Councilman Toennies motioned, seconded by Wanner to accept the mosquito control grant for $2,867.00.  Unanimous.     
Helms & Associates Land Acquisition Assistance Agreement:  Roseland stated him and Bauer met with Corey

Helms and Brooke Edgar from Helms and Associates.  They presented the city with an agreement to help facilitate land acquisitions, including working with appraisers and land owners.  The city would pay an hourly rate and not exceed $25,000.  After some discussion the council decided to table this until next month, and let the council members look over the agreement.     
Other Business
Public Comment:  Jody Moritz asked if the city would keep the carousel doors open during the day, so visitors to Faulkton could enjoy the carousel.  She stated the arts council plans on painting a mural on the wall behind the carousel.  The city agreed to open the carousel doors during the day.        
2018.7.86 Adjournment: There being no other business to come before the council, the meeting adjourned on a motion by Councilman Toennies, seconded by Wanner. Motion carried.  Time: 7:32 p.m.
