August 9, 2018
The Faulkton City Council met in regular session on August 9, 2018 in the City Hall meeting room with Finance Officer Emily Bauer and the following council members present: Linda Bartholomew, Sheilah Fischer, Chris Geiger, Danny Ramsdell, Mark Toennies and Steve Wanner.  Others present: Tim Bormann, Trevor Cramer, Troy Hadrick, Dave Hedt, Brent Koens, Kelly Melius, Jody Moritz, Jerod Raethz, Val Ramsdell & Dave Speck. Mayor Slade Roseland called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with all those present reciting the “Pledge of Allegiance”.
2018.8.87 Minutes: Councilwoman Bartholomew made the motion, seconded by Toennies to approve the minutes of the July 9, 2018 regular meeting. Unanimous.

City Maintenance Report:  Raethz stated they are busy with the sewer project.  They are working on getting the new scoreboard put up at the football field and still spraying for mosquitos a couple times a week.  
Mayors Report: No report
Police Report:  The July ticket report was given to the council.  Deputy Sherriff Koens stated a stop sign by the school needs to be replaced, as it has faded.  He also said the speed indication trailer will be moved closer to school. 
Economic Development Report:  Trevor Cramer with FAEDC reported that the Guido Van Helten elevator mural is bringing a lot of attention to Faulkton, via traffic and website/Facebook visits as well.  Cramer stated they had a meeting for Phase II of Safe Routes to School sideway project.  This would connect the pool to Hwy 212.  Cramer invited the public to an August 20th meeting at the senior center to discuss regional transportation.   The new house moved into the Westside Addition is moving along schedule.  Mayor Roseland asked Cramer to explain the sales tax revenue the house have brought into town.  Cramer stated since the houses were delivered to Faulkton, the city receives the 2% sales tax revenue on those houses.     
Old Business
2018.8.90 Sewer Project Change Order:  Roseland presented a change order in the amount of $892.50, motion was made by Councilwoman Bartholomew seconded by Toennies to approve the request. 2018.8.91 Pay Requests Mayor Roseland presented the pay requests for the sewer project from Helms & Associates for $35,855.60 and Dahme Construction for $298,691.46.  Motion was made by Councilman Wanner, seconded by Fischer to approve the pay request.  Unanimous.  Raethz stated they have about seven blocks of digging left.  Currently they are prepping for asphalt and Jensen’s will be in town tomorrow to prime some streets for chip sealing.  Raethz stated the current plan is to prime the trench where the dug up the street twice and then chip sealing over that.  Raethz suggested they have the whole street primed once and then chip seal the entire street as well.  Raethz thinks the entire roads needs to be primed and chip sealed as the entire road has collateral damage from the heavy equipment on them, not just the trench.  The council agreed with Raethz.    
2018.8.92 Airport Environmental Assessment Pay Request:  Roseland stated that the environmental assessment for the airport is about 64% complete and presented the council with a pay request from Helms & Associates in the amount of $5,153.95.  Motion was made by Councilman Geiger, seconded by Bartholomew to pay the request. Unanimous. 

2018.8.93 Helms & Associates Land Acquisition Assistance Agreement:  Motion was made by Councilman Geiger seconded by Ramsdell to enter into an agreement with Helms & Associates to assist with land acquisition.  Unanimous

Revisit Economic Development Funding:  Councilman Ramsdell requested the council revisit the funding provided for the economic development corporation.  Ramsdell said that if there isn’t a funding source for economic development, everything that has been done in the past years could go south.  Dave Hedt spoke about what the economic development board have done for him and the elevator mural project.  Hedt stated he believes if an economic director position goes away, it will be so much harder to get it back.  Hedt also asked the question why you wouldn’t want to make the place you live better.  Troy Hadrick with the FAEDC stated they don’t want all the hard work from the past thirty years to go away.  He hopes the FAEDC and the city can work together to find the best solution.  Traver Cramer, FAEDC Director, stated he has enjoyed being the full time director for the past three years.  The development boards plan B now is a part time director.  Cramer stated he is willing to work part time, but needs some stability to this option so he can plan as well.  Kelly Melius stated everybody has the same end goal, we just need to find a compromise.  Melius said they know it will not be a full time position, just need to figure out a part time position to provide continuity to the office.  He said Dakota Resources will help the development board apply for a couple grants to help with some of the administration cost of the office.  Melius stated without a coordinator this falls back on volunteers, who simply don’t have the time.  Dave Speck said he has lived in town for seventy years and doesn’t want to see Faulkton die.  Speck stated the economic development group needs to open up to the people.  Speck also believes the city council needs to have a lot to do with what is going on, a private organization can’t run the town.  Speck agrees we need something.    Speck would like to see the development board open up their meetings for people to attend and ask questions.  Jody Moritz stated the development board members are publicly elected, you can attend that board meeting and vote for who you want on the board.  Mayor Roseland stated the council should look forward and not backwards.  Roseland said everyone agrees that we need economic development in Faulkton, we just need a plan.  Roseland also agrees that the city should be more in control of where the money goes.  Roseland would like to see the city and the development board get together and come up with a plan that both sides agree on.  Councilman Wanner agrees that we need some sort of economic development, just not sure if there are funds for a full time director.  Councilman Geiger also agrees we need economic development.  Geiger would like to see the city and development board work together to form a plan.  Councilwoman Fischer stated she doesn’t believe there isn’t anyone on the council that didn’t want to support the development board with something.  2018.8.94 Economic Development Additional Funds:  After much discussion Councilman Ramsdell motioned to add $10,000 additional funds to the economic development budget, seconded by Toennies.  Councilwoman Fischer asked what if they development board would need more money.  Roseland stated the council could do a supplemental budget.  Geiger asked if the council should put a caveat that if an agreement doesn’t happen the additional funds would not be used.  The council agreed.  Mayor Roseland did a roll call vote, Members voting aye: Ramsdell.  Member voting nay: Steve Wanner, Mark Toennies, Sheilah Fischer and Chris Geiger.  Abstained: Linda Bartholomew.  Motion failed.  2018.8.95 Economic Development Additional Funds:  Councilman Ramsdell motioned to budget an additional $10,000 to economic development with a caveat that the city and development corporation meet to finalize a plan by November 1st, 2018, seconded by Toennies.  Mayor Roseland did a roll call vote. Members voting aye: Steve Wanner, Danny Ramsdell, Mark Toennies, Sheilah Fischer and Chris Geiger.  Abstained: Linda Bartholomew. Motion carried             
New Business
Historical Society Mural Sign:  Jody Moritz with the Faulk County Historical Society was in attendance to ask the council’s approval to place a sign relating to the new mural that was painted of the Last Wild Buffalo Hunt in Faulk County.  The council agreed to allow the sign.     
2018.8.96 2019 Budget/Appropriations Ordinance #45 (First Reading):  Roseland read for its First Reading Ordinance #45 entitled, “The Annual Appropriations for the City of Faulkton, Faulk County, South Dakota for the fiscal year commencing January 1st, 2019.”   Roseland mentioned the economic development line item will need to be updated for the second reading.  Councilman Toennies moved, seconded by Fischer to have the second reading on Thursday, September 6th, 2018 at 7:00pm.  Unanimous.    

2017 Audit Report:  Bauer reported the first draft of the 2017 audit was emailed today.  The city needed to complete a one year audit since they received more than $750,000 in federal funds during 2017 with the sewer project.  The final report will be completed with a couple weeks and will be presented to the council at the next meeting.    
2018.8.97 Moving Permits:  Motion was made by Councilman Wanner, seconded by Geiger to approve the following moving permit.  Unanimous.
