City Maintenance Report:  No report
Mayors Report: Mayor Roseland thanked Guido Van Helten and everybody involved in making the elevator mural happen, and stated what a great addition to our community.  Roseland, Bauer, Geiger & Wanner met with some Economic Development members to discuss the Economic Development director position which went well and will meet again soon.  Roseland also stated he is still working on the rubble site expansion.   
Police Report:  The August ticket report was given to the council.  
Economic Development Report:  No report
Old Business
Sewer Public Progress Meeting:  Jordan Hintz with Northeast Council of Governments was present for a public sewer progress meeting required by the CDBG program.  Hintz asked, “Does anyone have any comments or concerns regarding the project and/or its funding?”  No concerns were noted either for or against the project.   
2018.9.105 Sewer Project Change Order:  Roseland presented a change order in the amount of ($42,847.33), motion was made by Councilwoman Bartholomew seconded by Toennies to approve the request. 2018.9.106 Pay Requests Mayor Roseland presented the pay requests for the sewer project from Helms & Associates for $28,925.50 and Dahme Construction for $415,583.76.  Motion was made by Councilman Wanner, seconded by Geiger to approve the pay request.  Unanimous.  Lucas Hoover with Helms & Associates updated the council on the progress. Hoover stated we are in the final stretches of the project and asked the council if they had any questions.  Councilwoman Fischer stated she had some complaints about not even black dirt being replaced in resident’s yards.  Hoover stated we will see some settling and those items will be put on a punch list.  Mayor Roseland wants to remind citizens that they will have to water the grass seeding after it’s been done. It should be watered every other day and grass should grow within ten days.  2018.9.107 Substantial Completion Certificate: Hoover stated with most of the work completed the city will be looking at signing a substantial completion certificate within the next couple weeks.  This states that Dahme have the majority of the work completed and our one year warranty begins.  Councilman Geiger moved, seconded by Wanner to allow Roseland to sign the agreement.       
2018.9.108 Airport Environmental Assessment Pay Request:  Roseland presented the council with pay requests from Helms & Associates for $2,576.97 & Quality Services, Inc. for $4,260.00.  Motion was made by Councilwoman Fischer, seconded by Bartholomew to pay the request. Unanimous. 

2018.9.109 2019 Budget/Appropriations Ordinance #45 (Second Reading):  Roseland read for its Second Reading Ordinance #45 entitled, “The Annual Appropriations for the City of Faulkton, Faulk County, South Dakota for the fiscal year commencing January 1st, 2019.”   Roseland mentioned the only change was $10,000 added to economic development.  Councilman Toennies moved, seconded by Wanner to approve, adopt and publish the said ordinance.  Unanimous.  

2018.9.110 2017 Final Audit Report:  Roseland stated we received recommendations from our auditor in regards to the 2017 audit.  Some discussion was had on how to implement said recommendations.  Councilman Wanner moved, seconded by Ramsdell to approve the 2017 final audit report.  Unanimous.        

New Business
2018.9.111 Safe Routes to School (TAP) – Helms & Associates Work Order: Roseland stated a work order to proceed with Helms & Associates as the engineer for Phase I of the TAP project needed to be signed.  Councilman Toennies motioned, seconded by Fischer to sign the work order.  Unanimous.   
Rubble Site Road Agreement:  Roseland stated the county will be giving 163rd Street east of 8th Ave out to the rubble site back to the city.  The city will be responsible for maintenance.  

VFW Road:  Roseland stated the county also asked if the city wanted VFW road from 8th Ave to 15th Ave back.  Roseland stated the road is currently the county’s responsibility to maintain.  VFW road is a city truck route.  Roseland wants the council to think about it and tabled the issue until the next council meeting.  

Web Water Increase:  Roseland stated Web Water will be increasing their rates again on October 1st, 2018.  The base rate will increase $232.00 and the rate per 1,000 gallons will increase $0.45.  Roseland wanted the council to be aware so a city water rate increase can be discussed.

City/School Sports Complex Agreement:  Roseland stated with Web Water increased in the last year the council and school board will need to discuss a new agreement for the rent of the sport complex during the school year.  Ramsdell suggested we contact somebody to water witch the ballpark to see if we can find water for a well.  Roseland stated between himself and Raethz they could maybe find someone who does that.         

2018.9.112 Temporary Liquor License. Motion was made by Councilman Toennies, seconded by Bartholomew to approve the following application for temporary liquor license. Unanimous.
