November 5, 2018
The Faulkton City Council met in regular session on November 5, 2018 in the City Hall meeting room with Finance Officer Emily Bauer and the following council members present: Linda Bartholomew, Sheilah Fischer, Chris Geiger, Danny Ramsdell and Steve Wanner.  Absent: Mark Toennies.  Others present: Tom Edgar, Troy Hadrick and Jerod Raethz. Mayor Slade Roseland called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with all those present reciting the “Pledge of Allegiance”.

City Maintenance Report:  Raethz states they have been winterizing parks, ballparks and fixing potholes.  He said they have also started replacing some water meters they currently aren’t working.  Raethz stated the current meters were all replaced in 2010 with the water project, but should be updated every eight to ten years.  Next year 100 meters were budgeted for to replace and then hope to stay on that rotation until all meters have been replaced.  
Mayors Report: Mayor Roseland reminded everyone that the elevator mural movie will be showing at the Lyric Theatre on November 17th.  Roseland stated FEM and Northwestern Energy have agreed to work together to provide an emergency tie line between FEM and Northwestern Energy. This will increase reliability and safety in an event power goes out with either company.    
Police Report:  The council was given the October ticket report.
Economic Development Report:  Troy Hadrick with FAEDC stated they have received some interest in a lot at the industrial park. Hadrick also stated a developer is looking at purchasing an outlot by the Westside Addition to build a 3-plex housing unit to rent. Hadrick stated Trevor Cramer was asked to give a small presentation at the SD Housing annual meeting.  Hadrick invited everyone to the annual meeting on November 30th at the community center with Secretary of State Tourism Jim Hagen as the guest speaker.  They will hold their elections and currently have three positions open on the board.      
Old Business
2018.11.130 Sewer Project Pay Request:  Mayor Roseland presented the pay requests for the sewer project from Helms & Associates for $7,361.55 and NECOG for $4,500.00.  Motion was made by Councilwoman Fischer, seconded by Bartholomew to approve the pay requests.  Unanimous.  Raethz stated there are a few settlement spots that have been noted and will be taken care of next spring.      
Storm Shelter Update:  Mayor Roseland went over the two different floor plans that were offered for the storm shelter, after some discussion the council agreed on the option with the doors on the west and east side of the building.  
Economic Development Update:  Mayor Roseland stated the city and economic development group have been working together to form a plan for an economic development coordinator.  Roseland said they are still trying to find ways to fund the position.  Roseland stated one idea was to capitalize off the tourism Faulkton has from hunting and the elevator mural with a gross receipts tax, which would charge 1% on alcohol, lodging and prepared food.  Roseland stated the handout shows the towns in South Dakota which have the BBB tax.  Roseland stated this is one option or would could budget more money to go towards the position the city would just have to find another area to cut in the budget.  Councilwoman Bartholomew said she thought this is the first good option to her and it shouldn’t be a hard switch for business owners. Roseland stated it can be customized to include or exclude either alcohol, lodging, eating establishments and admissions.  Roseland doesn’t want to rush into anything and would like public input. Councilman Ramsdell stated in his opinion during open pheasant hunting weekend Faulkton had additional traffic, which he believes the elevator mural brought more people to town to shop at the arts and craft festival.  Roseland wants the council members to speak with residents to get their opinion or different ideas.           
2018.11.131 Ordinance #46 – Change Truck Routes:  Mayor Roseland read for its First Reading Ordinance No. 46 entitled, “Amending Chapter 11 – Traffic Code, Chapter 11-1, General Provisions.” Motion was made by Councilwoman Bartholomew, seconded by Geiger to have the second reading on December 3, 2018.  Unanimous.  
New Business
2018.11.132 Health Insurance:  Bauer stated that health insurance premiums were not being increased for 2019.  Councilman Wanner moved, seconded by Ramsdell to pay ½ of the difference between single and family health insurance policies for full time employees, to be reviewed on an annual basis.  Unanimous.

2018.11.133 Property Maintenance:  Mayor Roseland stated a citizen complaint was filed on the property at 1006 Main Street.  Roseland stated that a letter was sent to the property owner in September 2017 asking to board windows and doors to keep children and animals out of the property, and the owner complied and boarded up the house.  Roseland stated that upon the advice of our city attorney the property needs to be made livable or torn down.  Roseland said this has happened in the past, and the city ended up tearing down the property and assessing that amount to the owner’s property taxes.  Roseland asked the property owner if he had any ideas or thoughts at the moment, he did not.  After some discussion Councilman Ramsdell moved, seconded by Fischer to have the property owner make the house livable or torn down by January 1, 2019.  Unanimous.  

2018.11.134 Brown Bag Permit:  Councilman Wanner moved, seconded by Ramsdell to approve the following requests for a “brown-bag” permit as per SDCL 35-1.5.3.
