Mayor Slade Roseland called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with all those present reciting the “Pledge of Allegiance”.
2018.12.138 Minutes: Councilman Geiger made the motion, seconded by Fischer to approve the minutes of the November 5, 2018 regular meeting. Unanimous.

City Maintenance Report: No Report  
Mayors Report: Mayor Roseland stated he and some other community members met with Jim Hagen, SD Secretary of Tourism, to discuss how SD would like to incorporate Faulkton into their tourism platform.  
Police Report:  The council was given the November ticket report.
Economic Development Report:  Councilwoman Bartholomew stated the FAEDC have been busy with their annual meeting and electing new board members.  
Old Business
2018.12.141 Sewer Project Pay Request:  Mayor Roseland presented the pay requests for the sewer project from Helms & Associates for $2,608.00 and Dahme Construction for $124,056.07.  Motion was made by Councilwoman Fischer, seconded by Bartholomew to approve the pay requests.  Unanimous.  2018.12.142 Sewer Project Change Order:  Councilman Wanner moved, seconded by Ramsdell to accept the change order in the amount of ($26,567.75).  Unanimous.      
2018.12.143 Airport Environmental Assessment Pay Request:  Roseland presented the council with pay requests from Helms & Associates for $2,576.98 with the Environmental Assessment 70% complete.  Motion was made by Councilman Geiger, seconded by Toennies to pay the request. Unanimous. 

2018.12.144 BBB Tax:  Mayor Roseland asked for discussion on the bed, board & booze (BBB) tax that was brought up at last month’s meeting.  The 1% tax would be on lodging, alcohol, eating establishments/prepared foods and admissions.  Councilwoman Bartholomew said towns smaller than Faulkton have implemented the tax and Roseland stated a lot of towns around Faulkton have the tax.  If Faulkton wanted to implement the tax we would need to decide what the revenue money is used for.  Councilwoman Fischer asked if anybody has had negative comments made to them about it and no one has.  The council agreed with the mural, highway 212 and projects going on around Faulkton, we should be making the most of people traveling through our town.  After some discussion it was mentioned that the money be used for promoting the city, advertising and economic development.  Councilwoman Bartholomew moved, seconded by Wanner to move forward with implementing (BBB) Gross Receipts Tax at 1%.  Bauer will have an attorney start working on the ordinance.              
2018.12.145 Ordinance #46 – Change Truck Routes:  Mayor Roseland read for its Second Reading Ordinance No. 46 entitled, “Amending Chapter 11 – Traffic Code, Chapter 11-1, General Provisions.” Motion was made by Councilwoman Bartholomew, seconded by Geiger to approve, adopt and publish the said ordinance.  Unanimous.  
New Business
2018.12.146 NECOG Joint Cooperative Agreement:  Councilman Wanner motioned, seconded by Ramsdell to sign and enter in to the 2019 Joint Cooperative Agreement with Northeast Council of Governments for $1,611.08.  Unanimous.  

School Use of the Community Center:  Mr. Lepke, Faulkton Area Schools Superintendent, stated the school will be having a bond issue vote on December 18th, 2018 to decide on a new middle/high school and remodel the elementary school.  Mr. Lepke stated that the old middle/high school building will be demolished and the new middle/high school will be built in the same location.  The kids will need a temporary place for classes to be held.  Mr. Lepke stated the school would like to use the community center to host classes for the 2019-2020 school year.  Mr. Lepke stated the community center would be an ideal with the location.  Mr. Lepke said the school understands they will have to be flexible.  Councilwoman Bartholomew asked if the school has looked into portable classrooms, Mr. Lepke said they have but the cost is very expensive.  After some discussion the council agreed to work with the school on the use of the community center if the bond issue passes.         
December Special Meeting:  The council will have an end of the year meeting on December 27th, 2018 at 6:00pm in City Hall meeting room.
Other Business
2018.12.147 Executive Session: Time: 7:30 p.m. Motion was made by Councilman Wanner, seconded by Toennies, to go into executive session for litigation and/or personnel matters per SDCL 1-25-2 Out of executive session at 7:35 p.m. No Action.
EM - Rapid Needs Assessment Course:  Mark Toennies, Faulk County EM, encouraged any council members to attend the rapid needs assessment course if they are interested.  It is a free course offered in Pierre.
