2018.12.151 Resolution #2018-06 Water Rates:  Motion was made by Councilwoman Fischer, seconded by Ramsdell to approve the following resolution.  

RESOLUTION #2018-06
RESOLUTION TO ESTABLISH NEW WATER RATES FOR THE 

CITY OF FAULKTON, SD


WHEREAS, the current water rates are not sufficient to cover the cost of producing water and provide for upgrades of the water delivery infrastructure; and  

WHEREAS it is in the best interest of the city of Faulkton to set rates which will allow for proper maintain and upgrades of these systems. 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Faulkton City Council for Faulkton, South Dakota, that water rates for all residential and commercial users shall be as follows:

Each consumer, within city limits, shall pay a minimum charge of twenty-seven dollars and sixty-eight cents ($27.68) per month with no water usage included. Water used during such month shall be at the rate of $0.00545 per gallon, equivalent to $5.45 per one thousand (1,000) gallons.  Each consumer, outside the city limits, shall pay a minimum charge of forty-one dollars and fifty-two cents ($41.52) per month with no water usage included. Water used during such month shall be at the rate of $0.00818 per gallon, equivalent to $8.18 per thousand (1,000) gallons.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that these water rates shall go into effect payable January 1st, 2019.

2018.12.152 Ordinance #47 – Lodging, Dining & Alcoholic Beverage Tax:  Mayor Roseland asked the council if they would like to have the first reading of the ordinance today or wait until our January meeting.  The council agreed to have the first reading today.  Councilman Ramsdell asked if they could discuss the use of revenue.  Ramsdell stated he would like most, if not all of the money to go toward economic development.  Councilwoman Fischer agreed.  Councilman Geiger asked that if the development group were to no longer exist where the money would go, if the ordinance only had economic development for revenue use.  Councilman Toennies suggested the ordinance include economic development, along with promoting the city and advertising.  The council agreed on this change.  Mayor Roseland read for its First Reading Ordinance No. 47 entitled, “Chapter 1-2A Lodging, Dining and Alcoholic Beverage Tax.”  Motion was made by Councilman Toennies, seconded by Ramsdell to have the second reading on January 7, 2019,   with the addition of economic development to the use of revenue section.  Unanimous.   
2018.12.153 Waive Rubble Site Fee – Diane Macek:  Macek’s purchased the house to the east of theirs would like to tear it down.  Councilman Toennies moved, seconded by Fischer to approve the request.  Unanimous.  All material will be separated properly.  
Food Trailer – Hanne Jolley:  Bauer stated Hanne Jolley had asked permission to park her food trailer, Bird Dog Bistro LLC at various locations around town to sell food.  The council all agreed they had no issue.  Mayor Roseland stated the council needed to verify if a peddler’s license should be issue or not.  Councilman Toennies suggested Bauer check with other cities as to what they do for food trucks.         

Other Business
Airport Issue:  Councilman Ramsdell stated a light bulb needs to be replaced by the windsock at the airport as soon as possible and also the city needs to look into fixing the weather station.
