City Maintenance Report:  Raethz stated they have been busy with snow removal.  They took down Christmas lights today.  Raethz stated they will get equipment serviced soon.  Raethz also stated they will be purchasing the trailer that was budgeted for 2019. 
Mayors Report: Mayor Roseland stated our attorney is working on finishing the rubble site land expansion.  The trees that will go along the dump road and separating the property have been purchased.  
Police Report:  No report
Economic Development Report: Dwight Hossle updated the council that Trevor Cramer will be attending the SD Tourism conference in Pierre in January.  Faulkton was chosen to present at the Governor Awards for the Arts, they will have Mayor Roseland along with Cramer and other community members discuss the mural projects that happened in Faulkton this past year.  Hossle stated the Development Corp is still working on fundraising the last $8,000 to $10,0000 of their budget for 2019.  Hossle added that Cramer has moved his office into the front room at City Hall and thanked the City for working with the Development Corp.   
OLD BUSINESS
2019.1.4 Appoint City Attorney:  Mayor Roseland appointed Vaughn Beck, Beck Law Office, as the attorney for the City of Faulkton.  Councilwoman Bartholomew moved, seconded by Ramsdell to appoint Vaughn Beck as city attorney.  Unanimous.  
2019.1.5 Ordinance #47 – Lodging, Dining & Alcoholic Beverage Tax (2nd Reading):  Mayor Roseland read for its Second Reading Ordinance #44 entitled, “Chapter 1-2A Lodging, Dining and Alcoholic Beverage Tax.”  Noting the only change from the first reading was the addition of Economic Development to revenue use.  Councilman Toennies motioned, seconded by Fischer to approve, adopt and publish the said ordinance.  Unanimous.    
Community Center Use – School:  Superintendent Lepke informed the council that the school bond vote passed on December 18th and now they are trying to figure out logistics for classrooms for next school year.  Mr. Lepke asked the council to allow Mayor Roseland to meet with Mr. Lepke to discuss an agreement between the city and the school regarding the community center.  The council agreed to have Mayor Roseland meet with Mr. Lepke.  The council also advised Bauer to stop scheduling events at the Community Center beginning this summer.    
NEW BUSINESS
2019.1.6 2018 Audit Proposal – Independent Audit Services, Ben Elliot:  The city is required to have an annual audit due to the sewer project receiving federal funds.  Ben Elliot sent a proposal of $8,000 for the 2018 annual audit.  Councilwoman Bartholomew moved, seconded by Toennies to accept the proposal.  Independent Audit Services will also be preforming the 2018 annual report for $700.  Unanimous.    
2019.1.7 Rubble Site Use – Faulk County Highway Department:  Konni Giesen, Faulk County Highway Superintendent, stated the county will be building a new shop and will need to dispose of the old building.  Giesen asked the council to waive the fee at the rubble site.  Commission Steve Roseland stated they will sort the rubble as required.  Raethz stated they had room at the rubble site for it, but asked that the construction crew pile the rubble since the city doesn’t have big enough equipment. Raethz did state the city will have to look at crushing the concrete pile sooner than later.  The pile was crushed in 2014 for $74,673.76.  Giesen stated possibly the county and city could cost share on crushing the concrete pile.  Councilman Ramsdell moved, seconded by Bartholomew to waive the rubble site fee for the county.  Unanimous.     
2019.1.8 Resolution 2019-01 – Family Crisis Center: Janelle Fortin and Penny Ihnen, from the Family Crisis Center, Inc, updated the council on services they provided in cases of domestic violence and sexual assault in Hand, Faulk and Spink Counties for 2018.  Motion was made by Councilwoman Fischer, seconded by Toennies to adopt the following resolution.  Unanimous.

WHEREAS, the City of Faulkton desires to ensure that the citizens of the City of Faulkton have a locally managed entity to assist families in need of assistance and victims of domestic violence/sexual assault; 

WHEREAS, the Family Crisis Center, Inc. is a locally controlled entity;

NOW THEREFORE, the City of Faulkton hereby endorses the Family Crisis Center, Inc. as the official entity of choice to provide assistance to victims of domestic violence/sexual assault in the City of Faulkton.
