City Maintenance Report:  Raethz stated they have been busy cleaning up snow.  They are going to pick up the new pull behind trailer that was ordered.  Councilman Toennies asked if they were still having some water loss and suggested looking in the area of 14th Avenue and VFW Road as some residents have reported their sump pumps have been running.  Mayor Roseland stated since the cold weather his has slowed down and thinks its probably just ground water since that area was once a slough.  Raethz stated they are still looking for leaks, but the leak that was fixed in December has helped quite a bit.  Raethz said the furnace in the pump house stopped working.  They have installed an electric heater for this winter, but would like to budget for a new furnace for next year.

OLD BUSINESS
2019.2.18 Sewer Project Pay Request:  Mayor Roseland presented the final pay requests for the sewer project from Helms & Associates for $8,742.25.  Motion was made by Councilwoman Bartholomew, seconded by Fischer to approve the pay requests.  Unanimous.  
School – Community Center Use:  Superintendent Lepke was in attendance to speak about the school’s use of the community center and construction requests.  Mr. Lepke stated the contractor was wanting to close 11th Avenue N from Highway 212 to the alley between Highway 212 and Court St for a staging area.  This would still allow access to the driveway and alley for the resident that lives on that block.  The council didn’t think that should be a problem.  Mr. Lepke stated the contractor also wanted to make Court St from 11th Avenue to 13th Avenue a one way street going east during construction.  He said they will need to put a fence around the construction area and also block it off which will make the street quite a bit narrower for two vehicles to drive down.  This will only be during construction and go back to normal after completion.  Mayor Roseland stated he is concerned about the streets affected from the construction equipment and will be something the city and school will have to discuss.  Roseland asked the council to think about what they think the school should be charged for using the community center.  Roseland said he hopes to have an agreement by next meeting.  Rubble Site Use:  Mr. Lepke asked the council if they would like to take the debris from the school building.  Raethz stated the city doesn’t need the material, but the rubble site does have room if need be.  Raethz recommends if the school has other options to explore them.   
2019.2.19 Storm Shelter – Advertise for Bids:  Mayor Roseland stated the final documents and plans for the storm shelter were approved and we can begin to advertise for bids.  Councilman Toennies moved, seconded by Wanner to advertise for bids.  Unanimous.
