Cramer asked Mayor Roseland if the city and development board could meet to catch up, Roseland stated they will get a meeting put together.

Faulk County Transit – Bus Storage:  Councilwoman Bartholomew asked to table this discussion until next meeting.  The transit committee will be meeting this Thursday and discuss some options.   
Ordinance #51:  Councilwoman Fischer asked Bauer to change the language in the ordinance that talks about the customers reading their own water meter.  Bauer will make the changes and the second reading will be at the February 3, 2020 meeting.

2020.1.5 Ordinance #53:  Mayor Roseland read for its second reading Ordinance #53 entitled, “An Ordinance amending Ordinance 9-1-11 entitled Water Shut-off Expense within the City Limits of the City of Faulkton.”  Motion by Councilman Wanner, seconded by Toennies to approve, adopt and publish said ordinance.  Unanimous.

2020.1.7 Combined Election Agreement:  Councilwoman Bartholomew motioned, seconded by Wanner to combine the election with the Faulkton Area Schools and sign a combined election agreement with them if both entities have an election to save costs. Unanimous. Council members whose terms expire are Sheilah Fischer (Ward I), Mark Toennies (Ward II), Chris Geiger (Ward III) and Mayor Slade Roseland.  
Resolution 2020-1 – Family Crisis Center:  The Family Crisis Center asked that this be tabled until the February 3rd meeting so they could present the council with the 2019 statistics.
