City Maintenance Report:  Raethz spoke about the street conditions worsening over the winter.  Raethz asked the council their thoughts on the garbage truck driving on the streets while the streets are soft and that the truck routes need to be enforced heavily or the streets will break up more.  Raethz inquired about having a central garbage station with dumpsters for Reuer to pick up.  Roseland asked Raethz to check with Reuer and the council can discuss at the next meeting.  
Mayors Report: Roseland stated him and finance officer Bauer attended the SD Governor’s Conference of Tourism a few weeks ago.  Roseland said they made good connections and would like to have somebody there for the full three day conference next year.

OLD BUSINESS
2020.2.14 Ordinance #51:  Mayor Roseland read for its second reading Ordinance #51 entitled, “An Ordinance amending Ordinance 9-1-7 entitled Water Rates within the City Limits of the City of Faulkton.”  Motion by Fischer, seconded by Bartholomew to approve, adopt and publish the said ordinance.  Unanimous.   
NEW BUSINESS
FEM Electric – Scott Moore:  Scoot Moore, with FEM Electric, asked the council if FEM could send a survey to the residents of Faulkton to survey their interest in natural gas availability in Faulkton.  Moore stated FEM is in the research phase to see if this is something residents would want and if they could save any money by using natural gas.  The council agreed to let FEM send out surveys.        
Sewer Issue – Lowinske:  Dale and Kelly Lowinske spoke to the council about a sewer pipe that was damaged at their home during the sewer project.  After much discussion the council directed Raethz to contact the necessary companies to get the issue fixed.  
Street Improvements:  Raethz stated Bituminous Paving will lay about 10 blocks of hot mix this spring/summer.  Raethz stated this will not fix all the street problems in town, and it’s hard to tell what the spring will do to the streets as well.  After much discussion Raethz asked where the council would like to spend this year’s $150,000 street budget.  The council agreed that Raethz should focus on laying the hot mix on the worse streets and then buying more cold mix to patch the other streets for the time being.  Mayor Roseland stated we are going to be spending a significant amount of money to fix our street and the truck routes need to be followed and enforced.
