They also have met with another local business owner about their revolving loan fund, which they have loaned out about $140,000 thus far.  
OLD BUSINESS
2020.3.19 Resolution 2020-01 – Family Crisis Center:  Janelle Fortin from the Family Crisis Center, Inc, updated the council on services they provided in cases of domestic violence and sexual assault in Hand, Faulk and Spink Counties for 2019.  Motion was made by Councilman Wanner, seconded by Ramsdell to adopt the following resolution.  Unanimous.

WHEREAS, the City of Faulkton desires to ensure that the citizens of the City of Faulkton have a locally managed entity to assist families in need of assistance and victims of domestic violence/sexual assault;

Garbage:  Raethz visited with Reuer Sanitation about getting large dumpsters for a central garbage pickup.  Reuer thought the city would need around 15 large dumpsters to accommodate weekly garbage for the whole city.  The cost of the dumpsters would be about $19,000 and Reuer would charge $275/per month to pick up the dumpsters.  Raethz thinks this will also bring other problems such as animals and people throwing things items that shouldn’t go into the dumpster.  The council decided financially and logistically this wasn’t going to work for the city.     
2020.3.20 Storm Shelter – General Fund CD:  The council decided to pay for the overage on the storm shelter bid with funds from the general fund CD.  The CD is renewing this month and Bauer needed approval to move $15,000 from the CD into the 2nd penny fund to pay for the storm shelter.  Councilwoman Fischer motioned, seconded by Geiger to move $15,000 from the general fund CD into the 2nd penny savings for the storm shelter.  Unanimous.   
2020.3.21 City Rack Cards:  Mayor Roseland stated the tourism committee discussed many options and decided to send rack cards to the rest areas, gas stations and other tourists’ stops around the state.  They felt this was a good, economical way to promote this city.  A new brochure will still be designed and printed at a little later date.  Roseland asked a few local business to give a quote and also a marketing company, Borns Group from Pierre for a quote for the rack cards.  The quote was for 10,000 4x9 racks cards, 100lb gloss cover with full color on both sides and the design fee.  Faulk County Record submitted a quote for $1,077.75 not including the design fee and Borns Group submitted a quote for $519.00 this includes a design fee of $100.00.  After some discussion, Councilwoman Fischer moved, seconded by Geiger to accept the quote from Borns Group.    
NEW BUSINESS
2020.3.22 Resolution 2020-02 Bridge Reinspection:  Motion was made by Councilman Wanner, seconded by Toennies to adopt the following resolution.  Unanimous.

BRIDGE REINSPECTION

PROGRAM RESOLUTION

FOR USE WITH SDDOT RETAINER CONTRACTS
WHEREAS, Title 23, Section 151, United States Code and Title 23, Part 650, Subpart C, Code of Federal Regulations, requires initial inspection of all bridges and reinspection at intervals not to exceed two years with the exception of reinforced concrete box culverts that meet specific criteria.  These culverts are reinspected at intervals not to exceed four years.

THEREFORE, the City of Faulkton is desirous of participating in the Bridge Inspection Program using Bridge Replacement funds.

The City requests SDDOT to hire Infrastructure Design Group, Inc for the inspection work.  SDDOT will secure Federal approvals, make payments to the Consulting Engineer for inspection services rendered, and bill the City for 20% of the cost.  The City will be responsible for the required 20% matching funds.

Councilman Geiger moved, seconded by Wanner to allow the Faulkton Wrestling Club to use the football field on July 25th.  Unanimous.     
City Credit Card:  Mayor Roseland stated that Bauer is currently using her personal card for city expenses such as travel, hotel reservations and other expenses and then get reimbursed.  Roseland stated the city should have their own card for these expenses, Bauer will talk with our auditor and make sure the city follows all regulations.  The council agreed.  Bauer stated she will talk with Dacotah Bank and report back to the council next month.     
District 6 Meeting:  Roseland stated the District 6 Meeting will be held in Groton on March 24, 2020.  He asked councilmembers that would like to attend let Bauer know.
Advertise for Summer Help:  Bauer will start advertising for lifeguards.  Applications will be reviewed at the April 6th council meeting.
