Others present: Jerod Raethz and Val Ramsdell. Mayor Slade Roseland called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with all those present reciting the “Pledge of Allegiance”.

City Maintenance Report:  Raethz stated they have been sweeping streets and cleaning up.  Working on patching some holes, but the cold mix isn’t getting them very far.      
Mayors Report: Thanked the council for being available for all the extra meeting and the hard decisions that have had to be made.  Roseland mentioned the Arts Council is planning a card parade for April 11, 2020.  
OLD BUSINESS
City Properties during COVID-19:  Mayor Roseland asked the council their thoughts on how the parks and ballparks guidelines are working.  The council agreed that it seems like residents are listening to the guidelines and following the rule of less than 10 people.  Next the council discussed the swimming pool.  After some discussion the council directed Raethz to drain and wash the pool, but hold off on filling it until further notice.  Raethz will get the bathrooms ready at Hope’s Park but hold off on opening the ballpark bathrooms yet.    
2020.4.37 Street Bids:  Raethz stated he spoke with Bituminous Paving and they are not going to be here to lay hot mix until September or October.  Raethz stated he has spoken with a couple different companies but the project will need to be bid out.  Councilwoman Bartholomew moved, seconded by Wanner to have Raethz advertise for bids.  Roll call vote was taken and all members voted aye.  Motion carried.  
NEW BUSINESS
Water/Sewer Discussion:  The council discussed that businesses that were asked to close for the time being if they have their water/sewer turned off the turn on fee will be waived.  The council also directed Bauer to work with the residents during this time.
Wild West Days Update:  Roseland stated he received word that the B&P decided in the best interest of the citizens of Faulkton and Faulk County to cancel all Wild West Days activities for 2020.  The council all agreed that this was the best decision.       
County Equalization Meeting:  Mayor Roseland stated a councilmember will have to attend the meeting when it’s held.  The meeting is currently scheduled for April 30th, 2020.  
2020.4.38 Hire Summer Help:  Councilman Geiger motioned, seconded by Toennies to hire the following seasonal employees.  The swimming pool and carousel employee will be hired with a caveat of the pool and carousel opening for the 2020 season.  Roll call vote was taken and all members voted aye.  Motion carried.
