City Maintenance Report:  Raethz stated the guys graveled about 11 blocks on the south side of town.  These blocks will be milled up, relayed, packed and left gravel for the time being.  Raethz said he sprayed for mosquitos this weekend and that was the earliest he has ever sprayed.  They will be getting on their regular spray schedule later this spring.  The guys have also been power washing the pool and mowing.    
Mayors Report:  Mayor Roseland stated this year’s city sales tax revenue is up about $11.500 from this time last year.  Shopping local has certainly been a factor in this. 
Police Report:  No report  
Economic Development Report: Trevor Cramer with the Faulkton Area Economic Development Corporation updated the council.  Cramer stated they have been working with a meat locker to come to Faulkton.  The locker might even be open as soon as this fall.  Cramer also stated they are trying to help local businesses with COVID 19 resources.  
OLD BUSINESS
Storm Shelter Update:  Mayor Roseland stated the engineer spoke with Bauer and said the contractor are looking at their schedule and will be here later this summer.  
2020.5.45 Apron Reconstruction Grant Agreement Change: Mayor Roseland stated the grant amendment is to include $150,000 of additional grant money to the City.  Councilman Toennies moved, seconded by Bartholomew to approve Mayor Roseland to sign the grant amendment.  Unanimous.  
2020.5.46 2019 Annual Report:  Motion was made by Councilman Wanner, seconded by Ramsdell to approve the 2019 annual report.  Unanimous.   

2020.5.47 TAP Sidewalk Project:  Mayor Roseland stated the city received an updated TAP agreement changed the dollar amount for the sidewalk project.  Cramer stated he hasn’t heard about the status of this project and both he and Bauer have call into the State for an update.  The council agreed to have Roseland sign the amendment, but would like an update at the next meeting.  Councilwoman Fischer moved, seconded by Wanner to have Roseland sign the agreement amendment.  Unanimous.

COVID-19 Policies:  Mayor Roseland asked the council’s opinion in regards to city properties and COVID-19.  The council decided to leave Hope’s Park bathroom closed.  The swimming pool has been drained and power washed.  The council has instructed Raethz to wait until the June meeting to move forward with the pool.

Oath of Office:  Mayor Roseland was sworn in as Mayor.  Mayor Roseland swore in councilmembers Sheilah Fischer, Chris Geiger and Mark Toennies.

Nancy Ryman replaced Kevin Stark on the Housing and Redevelopment Committee and Chris Geiger is the property maintenance officer now.
