Councilman Toennies mentioned a plugged culvert at 9th and Huron St.  Raethz stated that the culvert needs to be replaced but currently doesn’t have money in the budget for it.  He will put it on the list for next year.

Economic Development:  Troy Hadrick with the Faulkton Area Economic Development Corporation updated the council.  Hadrick stated that they are currently looking at putting a spec house out at the westside addition.  Hadrick said they are still working with the interested party for the meat locker and they are looking into another housing study.     

OLD BUSINESS
2020.8.87 Airport EA Pay Request:  Councilwoman Fischer motioned, seconded by Toennies to approve the pay requests for the airport environmental assessment from Helms & Associates for $858.99.  Unanimous
2020.8.88 Chicken Ordinance No. 55:  Mayor Roseland read for its second reading Ordinance No 55 entitled, “An ordinance amending ordinance 7-7-3 entitled fowl in city and ordinance 7-10-3 entitled poultry in city prohibited within the city limits of the City of Faulkton.”  Councilman Geiger moved, seconded by Ramsdell to approve, adopt and publish the said ordinance.  Unanimous.    
NEW BUSINESS
Web Water Increase:  Roseland stated Web Water will be increasing their rates $0.10 per 1000 gallons beginning October 2020.  Currently the City’s rates are $28.16 base and $5.65 per 1000 gallons.  After some discussion the council decided to raise the base to $28.50 and usage to $5.90 per 1000 gallons.  Bauer will have a resolution prepared for the September meeting.  
2020.8.89 2020 Budget/Appropriations Ordinance No. 56 (First Reading):  Roseland read for its First Reading Ordinance #56 entitled, “The Annual Appropriations for the City of Faulkton, Faulk County, South Dakota for the fiscal year commencing January 1st, 2021.”   Councilman Toennies moved, seconded by Geiger to have the second reading at their September meeting.  Unanimous.
