2020.12.128 Storm Shelter Update & Pay Requests:  Pay requests from Summit Contracting for $96,604.43 and Civil Design Inc for $3,295.00 were approved from a motion by councilman Toennies and seconded by Bartholomew.  Roll call vote was taken with all voting aye.  2020.12.129 Storm Shelter Substantial Completion Certificate:  Motion made Wanner seconded by Hadrick to sign the substantial completion certificate.  Roll call vote was taken with all voting aye.  Motion carried.

2020.12.130 Development Corporation – Transit Lot:  Roseland stated he spoke with Cramer.  The transit committee spoke with the 4H leaders and they were okay with them tearing down that building, but would prefer they tore down and used the old “weed” building.  Roseland stated the City and the 4H will work on the land lease that they currently have.  Raethz asked who would be responsible if a hydrant or sewer line needed to be moved, and the council stated that would be the development corporation.  Councilman Hadrick moved, seconded by Geiger to move forward with the transit committee exploring their lot options at the 4H grounds.            
2020.12.131 Ordinance #57 – Change Truck Routes:  Mayor Roseland read for its second reading Ordinance No. 57 entitled, “Amending Chapter 11 – Traffic Code, Chapter 11-1, General Provisions.” Motion was made by Councilman Toennies, seconded by Bartholomew to approve, adopt and publish said ordinance.  Roll call vote was taken with all voting aye.  Motion carried.
