July 6, 2020
The Faulkton City Council met in regular session on July 6, 2020 in the City Hall meeting room with Finance Officer Emily Bauer and the following council members present: Linda Bartholomew, Sheilah Fischer, Chris Geiger, Danny Ramsdell, Mark Toennies and Steve Wanner.  Others present: Liz Edgar, Dwight Hossle, Kelly Melius, Jerod Raethz, Val Ramsdell, Dave Speck and Corrie Weyand. Mayor Slade Roseland called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with all those present reciting the “Pledge of Allegiance”.
2020.7.69 Minutes: Councilman Toennies made the motion, seconded by Bartholomew to approve the minutes of the June 1, 2020, June 9, 2020 & June 22, 2020 meetings. Unanimous.

Open Forum:  Dave Speck addressed the council with a few concerns.  1.  Speck asked if the council has discussed how much money they are budgeting next year for the Faulkton Area Economic Development Corporation.  Roseland stated they haven’t received that request from the Development Corp yet.  2.  Speck asked if the sidewalk project is still being completed.  Roseland stated the state has not gotten back to the city on the status of the sidewalk project.  3.  Speck thought the 4th of July was a wash out.  4.  Speck also noted he doesn’t believe Faulkton is being careful enough when it comes to COVID-19, and stated barley any people are wearing masks.  Mayor Roseland stated he understand he concerns, but asked where do you start and stop.  Roseland stated the responsibility is the individuals and business owners.  Councilman Ramsdell stated the hospital is in communication with Mayor Roseland about COVID-19.          
City Maintenance Report:  Raethz stated the airport apron reconstruction was finished up and they only need to clean up a few things and paint.  The storm shelter will be beginning construction this week.  Mosquito spraying is still happening when weather permits.  There will be a region baseball tournament here this week.

Economic Development Report: Kelly Melius and Dwight Hossle with the Faulkton Area Economic Development 
Corporation requested budget funds for next year.  Melius asked that the FAEDC receive $20,000 like they did last year and they also asked to receive 60% of the gross receipts tax (BBB tax that was added last July.)  The council will have the 1st reading of the budget at their August meeting.  Hossle updated the council on the industrial park and stated Jensen’s were not able to get a well out there, but will have a large water tank to fill and use.  They also stated they have had interest at both the industrial park and housing addition and hope they can update soon.  

OLD BUSINESS
2020.7.72 Apron Reconstruction Change Order: Mayor Roseland presented a change order from Loiseau Construction for ($25,216.10).  Councilman Wanner moved, seconded by Geiger to approve the change order.  Unanimous.  2020.7.73 Apron Reconstruction Pay Request:  Councilwoman Bartholomew motioned, seconded by Toennies to approve the pay requests for the airport apron reconstruction project from Helms & Associates for $8,488.08 and Loiseau Construction for $295,391.13.  Unanimous.  2020.7.74 Airport EA Pay Request:  Councilwoman Fischer motioned, seconded by Wanner to approve the pay requests for the airport apron reconstruction project from Helms & Associates for $1,717.98.  Unanimous
2020.7.75 Chicken Ordinance No. 55:  Mayor Roseland read for its First Reading Ordinance No 55 entitled, “An ordinance amending ordinance 7-7-3 entitled fowl in city and ordinance 7-10-3 entitled poultry in city prohibited within the city limits of the City of Faulkton.”  Motion was made by Councilman Toennies, seconded by Geiger, to have the second reading on Monday, August 3, 2020 at 7:00pm. All voted aye, except Councilman Wanner to opposed.  Motion carried.   
NEW BUSINESS
Fire Hydrant Extension:  Mark Haberling requested a fire hydrant extension on his property where he is building a shop.  Roseland stated that Haberling will pay for the supplies to raise the hydrant.  

Rubble Site:  The rubble site had a state inspection a few weeks ago and it didn’t go well.  Raethz stated there were many deficiencies such as things in the wrong piles and also unacceptable items out there.  Raethz stated Don Hahler is doing a good job, and thinks a lot of the items are going in after hours.  Raethz stated something needs to change or else we may not have a rubble site.  Raethz thought maybe implementing a fine if somebody is caught dumping unacceptable items or in the wrong place.    Bauer stated Ipswich uses a camera system and they seem to have little issue with misuse.  After some discussion Bauer will inquire about the cost for a camera system.  

2020.7.76 Waive Rubble Site Fee – Ron & Patty Kadlec:  A Demo permit was approved for Ron & Patty Kadlec.  Kadlecs also asked for the council to waive the $500 fee to bring an old house out to the rubble site.  Raethz stated unfortunately he doesn’t think the council should waive the fee anymore.  The most recent pit at the rubble site cost the city $3,000 to dig.  A couple houses can fill that up fast.  The council discussed increasing the fee and starting to charge for houses and buildings to come out to the rubble site.  Councilman Ramsdell moved, seconded by Bartholomew to deny the request to waive the $500 rubble site fee.  Unanimous.       

2020.7.77 COVID Relief Fund Resolution 2020-05:  Councilman Geiger moved, seconded by Wanner to approve and adopt the following resolution.  Unanimous.  
City of Faulkton Resolution Number 2020-05

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF CONTRACTUAL DOCUMENTS WITH THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA FOR THE RECEIPT OF CARES ACT FUNDS TO ADDRESS THE

COVID-19 PUBLIC HEALTH CRISIS

WHEREAS, pursuant to section 5001 of the Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security Act, Pub. L. No. 116-136, div. A, Title V (Mar. 27, 2020) (the “CARES Act”), the State of South Dakota has received federal funds that may only be used to cover costs that:  (a) are necessary expenditures incurred due to the public health emergency with respect to the Coronavirus Disease 2019 (COVID-19); (b) were not accounted for in the budget most recently approved as of March 27, 2020, for the State of South Dakota; and (c) were incurred during the period that begins on March 1, 2020, and ends on December 30, 2020; and

WHEREAS, the City of Faulkton acknowledges that the State of South Dakota, in its sole discretion, may retain full use of these funds for the purposes delineated in the CARES Act; and

WHEREAS, the City of Faulkton acknowledges that in order to provide financial assistance to counties and municipalities in South Dakota, the State of South Dakota, in its sole discretion, may allocate CARES Act funds Act on a statewide basis to reimburse counties and municipalities as delineated herein; and

WHEREAS, the City of Faulkton seeks funding to reimburse eligible expenditures incurred due to the public health emergency with respect to COVID-19; and

WHEREAS, the City of Faulkton acknowledges that any request for reimbursement of expenditures will only be for expenditures that were not accounted for in the budget for the City of Faulkton most recently approved as of March 27, 2020; and

WHEREAS, the City of Faulkton acknowledges that it will only seek reimbursement for costs incurred during the period that begins on March 1, 2020, and ends on December 30, 2020; 

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Faulkton that the mayor of Faulkton may execute any and all documents as required by the State in order to receive CARES Act funds.

It is further

RESOLVED that any request for reimbursement will be only for those costs authorized by the State that:  (1) Are necessary expenditures incurred due to the public health emergency with respect to COVID-19; (2) Were not accounted for in the City budget most recently approved as of March 27, 2020; and (3) Were incurred during the period that begins on March 1, 2020, and ends on December 30, 2020.

It is further

RESOLVED that the City will not request reimbursement from the State under the CARES Act for costs for which the City previously received reimbursement, or for which the City has a reimbursement request pending before another source.

2020.7.78 CARES Act Reimbursement Agreement:  Councilwoman Fischer motioned, seconded by Bartholomew to enter into the CARES Act Reimbursement Agreement.  Unanimous.  This will allow the City to submit invoices for COVID expenses to be reimbursed. 

Faulk County Mitigation Plan Update:  Mayor Roseland read an update on the Faulk County Mitigation Plan.  A planning meeting on Faulk County’s Natural Hazard Mitigation Plan was the 25th of June at the City Hall in Faulkton SD.  At that meeting, we discussed the natural hazards that Faulk County has had impact residents in the past and how measures have been taken to mitigate natural disasters.  Plans were also discussed to add summer storm shelters to the project list for each community to have a place to go.  Estimates of small storm shelters able to protect up to 10 people were estimated to be around $3500.  Hazards that were high concerns were: tornados, flooding, winter storms, and high winds.  A list of critical structures were given out for each community to update and place a value on the structure.  A project list was also left to be discussed at meetings to address specific community concerns.  The next meeting with be at the City Hall in Faulkton July 23, at 7:00pm.

2020.7.79 Temporary Liquor License:  Motion was made by Councilman Wanner, seconded by Ramsdell to approve the following application for temporary liquor license. Unanimous.

· NJR Short Stop Bar – July 25, 2020 – Legion Hall – Wedding Dance

2020.7.80 Mosquito Control Grant:  The city received a mosquito control grant from the State in the amount of $2,962.00.  Councilman Toennies motioned, seconded by Geiger to approved Roseland to sign the grant.  Unanimous.  
Redfield Fire Department Donation:  The Redfield Fire Department donated their fireworks electronic shooting system to the City of Faulkton.  This is very generous of them and Councilman Ramsdell wanted to publically thank them as this system would cost the city thousands of dollars if we bought it.  This will minimizes hand shooting of fireworks and improves the safety of the volunteers.  Mayor Roseland stated we will send them a thank you letter.
