Open Forum:  Nobody spoke.          
City Maintenance Report:  Raethz stated they are transitioning into fall, spraying for dandelions and exercising valves.  They will be graveling 10th Ave from Faulkton Ave to Hwy 212 and will probably be milled next year.  Mosquito spraying is pretty much wrapped up for the year.  
Mayors Report:  Mayor Roseland stated fireworks are not able to be lit off at the homecoming football game since it’s a high school event.  They will be stored until next year for the all school reunion.  Roseland said the school asked if they would be able use 8th Ave between Hwy 212 & Court St for coronation on Monday, September 14th to allow everyone to attend and be distanced.  The street would be closed from 6pm to 8pm.  The council had no objections.    
Police Report:  No report  
Economic Development:  Cramer stated they met with and interested party for the industrial park and they have interest in building a house next year in the Westside addition.  Cramer said the sidewalk project is getting started soon as well.     

OLD BUSINESS
2020.9.94 Employee Concerns:  Mayor Roseland read Councilman Ramsdell’s resignation letter from the city council.  Roseland thanked Ramsdell for his years of service on the city council.  Councilman Wanner motioned, seconded by Geiger to accept Ramsdell’s resignation.  Roll call vote was taken with all voting aye.  Motion carried.    
Airport Update:  Brooke Edgar with Helms & Associates was on the call to update the council on the airport.  Edgar stated she hasn’t received final confirmation of punch list items to close out the apron reconstruction project.  Edgar will send the final pay request once she receives confirmation.  Edgar also stated they are making progress with the airport environmental assessment and are hoping to get it wrapped up this year.   

2020.9.95 Storm Shelter Update & Pay Requests:  Roseland stated the storm shelter progress is coming along.  The foundation has been poured and waiting to start on the exterior.  Pay requests from Civil Design Inc for $1,975.00 & Summit Contracting for $35,030.38 were presented.  Councilwoman Fischer moved, seconded by Bartholomew to approve the pay request.  Roll call vote was taken with all voting aye.  Motion carried.
2020.9.96 2021 Budget Ordinance No. 56:  Mayor Roseland read for its second reading Ordinance No 56 entitled, “The Annual Appropriations for the City of Faulkton, Faulk County, South Dakota for the fiscal year commencing January 1st, 2021.”  Councilman Wanner moved, seconded by Toennies to approve, adopt and publish the said ordinance.  Roll call vote was taken with all voting aye.  Motion carried. 
2020.9.97 Resolution 2020-05 Water Rates:  Councilwoman Bartholomew moved, seconded by Fischer to approve the following resolution.  Roll call vote was taken with all voting aye.  Motion carried  
RESOLUTION #2020-05
RESOLUTION TO ESTABLISH NEW WATER RATES FOR THE CITY OF FAULKTON, SD

WHEREAS, the current water rates are not sufficient to cover the cost of producing water and provide for upgrades of the water delivery infrastructure; and

WHEREAS it is in the best interest of the city of Faulkton to set rates which will allow for proper maintenance and upgrades of this system.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Faulkton City Council for Faulkton, South Dakota, that water rates for all residential and commercial users shall be as follows:

Each consumer, within city limits, shall pay a minimum charge of twenty-eight dollars and fifty cents ($28.50) per month with no water usage included. Water used during such month shall be at the rate of $0.00590 per gallon, equivalent to $5.90 per one thousand (1,000) gallons.  Each consumer, outside the city limits, shall pay a minimum charge of forty-two dollars and seventy-five cents ($42.75) per month with no water usage included. Water used during such month shall be at the rate of $0.00885 per gallon, equivalent to $8.85 per thousand (1,000) gallons.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that these water rates shall go into effect payable September 8, 2020.
